Why the B.U.L.L.D.O.G Binders?
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   A BULLDOG Binder is a 3-ring binder notebook, put together by the teacher, that houses EVERYTHING  the students need to keep up with what is going on at school.  No more wrinkled papers in the their backpacks.  No more lost notes, homework, or assignments.  No more searching the house to find notes.  EVERYTHING is in one notebook!  This notebook helps students to establish good organizational skills in fourth grade.  These skills will carry on throughout their time in school.

Here is how it works:

Inside Pocket: Important School Notes- These are any notes from school to home.

Baggie: Any lunch money will put in this baggie. Please put your child’s name on their money.
Agenda: All homework will be written in this book. Please check this nightly for homework.
Clear Pocket/Folder: Parent-Teacher Communication-  This pocket will include any notes from me to you or you to me.
Homework Folder: It will be labeled to do and completed so that you know what is finished and what still needs to be completed.
Wonderful Work to Keep Folder/Behavior Chart- In the left pocket will be the behavior chart. Please sign it on Friday and return it with your child on Monday. The right side will have all work from the week. If there are any papers stapled, your child can redo them for 70%. Please sign them so I know you have looked at them.
I hope this binder helps our communication and your child’s organization. I truly believe in this system of organization and I hope you enjoy it.
