Dear Parents,
Our class has just finished reading a very exciting novel titled “Hatchet”.  It is about a boy named Brian who is left to survive in the wilderness alone after a plane crash. Over winter break, your child needs to complete a literature extension project for the novel.  
 Please pick one activity and complete by Tuesday, January 10th.
1. Poetry: Write and decorate three poems related to issues, events, characters or personal responses from the book.

2. Collage: Create a poster collage to represent issues, characters or items discussed in the book.  Cut out words and pictures from old magazines.

3. Diorama: Make a 3-D shoe box diorama of one of your favorite scenes.  Be sure to include a written explanation of the scene.

4. Pamphlet: Create and color a travel pamphlet/brochure about the Canadian wilderness. Use information from the book. What animals will I see? How should I dress? What are some fun activities?

5. Postcards: Select 6 scenes from the book. On the front of the post card draw the scene, and on the back write a note home to Brian’s mother or his friend Terry.

6. Game Board: Design a game board based on the book’s setting.  Create game pieces, instructions and visuals that reflect events, characters and places related to the book. Be sure it can be played.

7. Song: Write a song about the book and share it with the class.  You may want to use a melody from another sing or make up your own. Please turn in the lyrics so the class can sing along the second time around.
8.Make a Recipe Booklet: Think of the things Brian found to eat in the wilderness. Look up on the internet 5 recipes that use these ingredients and write out the recipes on index cards.
9.Write a first aid survival guide:  What would someone need to know to survive in the wilderness. How do you start a fire? How do you wrap a wound? Please include pictures.
