	What We’re Learning
Reading Students are continuing to build upon the skill of predicting in their reading.  We will soon begin focusing on summarizing.  The students will learn how to summarize fiction stories by combining the plot of the story with the theme.  We’ll also focus on summarizing non-fiction writing.  Students will learn skills to help them focus on the main idea in text.  This skill will prove beneficial in all areas of study.

Language Arts We are currently focusing on sentence structure.  Specifically, students are learning to identify complete and simple subjects and predicates.  This month students will also continue to identify and find ways to utilize personal voice in their writing.  Students will concentrate on using figurative language, imagery, and sensory details.  

Social Studies    This week we wrapped up Ch 4 focusing on early European settlements.  Next, we will begin chapter 5. This chapter focuses on the Thirteen Colonies.  As part of our study of the colonies students will create travel brochures on the computer. Every test and quiz has a study guide.  Please remind your child to review.  Student’s write the test dates in their assignment books prior to the exam.
