Language Arts

In L. A. we are continuing to work on parts of speech.  Although students have been writing for years, it is necessary to review the parts of speech for them to become better writers.  One of our goals here at Millennium is for students to learn to self-edit their own pieces of writing before submitting it to the teachers.  We do exercises called “Proof it!” in order to help the students learn to look for their mistakes.  We will also be starting on a some writing activities to use the skills we have been practicing.
Science

In Science we have finished our Ecology unit and are beginning our investigations into Physical Science.  We are also reviewing our measuring and metric skills as they will be indispensable for the remaining terms.  We will be discussing scientific vocabulary words such as floating, sinking, interface and buoyancy.  Do you know what these terms have in common?

Spelling

In Spelling we have been working on plural words and whether you add an “s” or “es” to the word.  We continue to examine words that begin with a certain letter and how they can sound differently.  Students are given a Cloze test and a skill test within every unit and the series tests and retests words, concept and rules.  Also, students know that the sixth grade level word list is in their workbook and they should be continually working on those.
