Reading— We finished Unit #2 of Making Meaning Comprehension.  The assessed skill was Visualization.  A parent letter is included summarizing Unit #2.

Next week we begin Unit #3, the skill:  Making Inferences.  
Reading--Making Meaning Vocabulary : vocab cards are included in the Friday folder for at home practice. Word learning strategies for next week are—Recognizing Antonyms (review) and Recognizing Synonyms (review).
Spelling— Begin Unit #4.  Tested skill:  Words with the /ou/ sound spelled with either ou or ow.  Remember to practice any of the missed spelling words from previous tests. You can also practice words from the Core words list and Priority Words. 

Preview Words:  often, together, asked, house, don’t  (sure to be on test)
Science—Weather trends.  Students are charting the weather daily.
Cursive— We have learned letters: i, t, u, w ( i t u w ) New letters are being introduced.
English—  Next week we will introduce the use of Onomatopoeia, another method of adding “Voice” to our writing.

Math—Begin Unit #2.  The Unit #2 Family Letter is included in this Friday folder so that you may see the upcoming skills that will be covered. Next week:  Fact Families, Extensions of Addition and Subtraction Facts, “What’s My Rule?” and Parts-and Total Number Stories.  Children will be using diagrams to help solve problems. 
*Please remember to practice the Basic Math facts with your student.    
Silent Reading Time & IDR—Remember, every student needs a library book to read during free time. The book may be brought from home, a public library or from our classroom library. Books for IDR are from our classroom. Please encourage your student in this matter. (We go to the Churchill Library on Thursday)
