READING


 Our vocabulary words for this week included: ruckus, glee, risky and victory.  These words came from a picture book about the life of Henry Ford called Eat My Dust!





In Making Meaning we started learning about making personal connections to stories.  This week’s story, Jamaica Tag Along, is about a girl named Jamaica who wants to play with her older brother Ossie.  She follows him to the park where he is playing basketball with his friends, but he won’t let her play.  The kids made a connection to Ossie (older sibling students especially) and Jamaica, those students who are not the oldest sibling.  As your child reads check to see if he/she can make any connection to the story.  This is called a text-to-self connection.  There are two other types of connections: text-to-text, where one story reminds us of another.  The last, text-to-world, when a story reminds us of something happening in the world.

MATH
