Dear Parents,

Your child has been placed in accelerated math because of past performance, test scores, recommendations and the desire of District 153 to meet the needs of your child.  I hope that all of our expectations and goals are met this year.  We have so much to do and I am looking forward to working with your child!!  The following are the expectations of the accelerated math program:

1. Your child is expected to come to class with all required materials everyday.  They have already received a list of those materials.

2. Homework is given daily.  It is due the next math class period, unless otherwise noted on the assignment board.

3. Homework is self-corrected, allowing your child the opportunity to get daily feedback about their understanding of the material.  Daily points are given based on length and completeness of the assignment—not on the number of problems missed.

4. Notice for quizzes (at least 2 days) and tests (at least 3 days) are posted on the assignment board.  Dates will also be available on my teacher page via the school district website.
5. Graded quizzes and tests are returned to the students within 2 math class periods, with ample opportunity to discuss and review.

6. The students’ math text and workbook (as well as substantial extension activities for each chapter) are available online at: http://www.classzone.com.

7. There will be at least 3 independent math projects that your child will be completing through the year.  

8. Your child is required to maintain a “C” (70%) average to continue in the accelerated math class.
9. Student grades will be available for viewing through the parent portal.  Students will also receive a mid-term report, so you should know how things are going about every two weeks.

Our pace in math is quite rigorous, so please let me know how things are going for your child, and PLEASE encourage them to ask questions and seek out any extra attention they may need from me!!
