Science Curriculum DASH   (Inquiry based learning):
 The traditional science textbook is replaced with a binder. In the binder, students will accumulate information of many science topics like weather, birds, trees, human body, moon, stars, and clouds.    Much of the Science curriculum will be hands on learning activities which requires students to be both responsible and somewhat independent in their investigations.  We will walk to Izzak Walton for a culminating study of living and non living things.


Math:
Students will switch class for math and have homework every night. It is also very important that they practice their math facts on a regular basis.

Social Studies:

Students will work with team teacher to learn about the history of the United States.
Spelling:

Students will work in the curriculum of Sitton Spelling. A weekly list of dictation and unit words will be sent home at the beginning of each week.  A weekly Dictation Exam will be given on Thursday and Unit Word exam will be given on Friday.

Reading:

Our reading program will emphasize the following reading strategies: predicting, summarizing, connecting, questioning, inferring and imaging. In guided reading, students will work both independently and in small groups to practice the weekly reading lesson. Independent reading will encouraged both at school and home.  

PE and Specials: 

Students have PE everyday and change into a Millennium uniform. The uniform will be taken home on Friday to be washed and returned on Monday.
Students will attend one of the four rotating specials everyday: Music, Art, Technology, and Health.


Snack and Lunch:
