Dear Students and Parents,
Welcome Back! My name is Karen Gnatt and I am very exciting to be your child’s 5th grade teacher this year at Millennium School!  Since I will be spending a great deal of time with your child, I wanted to share with you my classroom rules, procedures and expectations to ensure a successful school year.

Homework should be done neatly and in pencil. Students will be writing homework down in their assignment notebook daily. I will initial this notebook, and ask that you look at the assignment notebook nightly and initial as well. This will only be necessary for the first quarter, then the students are responsible for managing their own assignment notebook.

If homework is not completed, I will highlight it in yellow in the assignment notebook, and write a note to you. I still expect the assignment be completed, but a percent will be taken off for being late. If your child continuously fails to complete many homework assignments, then it will be completed during Academic Saturday school.
Millennium School has classroom rules and expectations that will ensure that everyone will be able to learn in a positive learning environment.

· Be on time

· Bring materials and be prepared

· Have pride in your work

· Clean up after yourself

Every Friday I will send home a red folder which will contain important information and graded tests from that week. Please take out all papers, sign, and return back to school on Monday.

I appreciate your help with completing homework assignments and reinforcing the expected classroom behavior.
